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Ron Barnes came to Quartet with the idea of
setting up a Legacy Fund and, after discussing
various options he decided to set up a Named
Bursary Fund instead. This allowed him the
opportunity to participate in the decision-
making process and have the satisfaction of
seeing the impact of his grants during his
lifetime.

“My parents were not well off. | got a grant
when | was going to Imperial College from a
local charity fund for the ‘education of the under-
privileged'. At university | studied maths and
went on to work in engineering, working first on
the aerodynamics of compressors and then the
design of submarine sonars. In 1988 | set up a
company, Systems Engineering and Assessment
Limited,now called SEA (Group) Ltd, with four
colleagues. As | approached retirement, | found
myselfin a position to offer to others the kind of
help | had received with my own education.

“I receive regular information about my fund
from Quartet, which means that with the help of
Jilly Edwards, my fund manager; | have learned
more each year and we have been able to tweak
the criteria to get even closerto what | want.
Now, afterthree years,| am quite happy not to
be so involved.”

In 2008/09 the R W Barnes Fund paid out
£17,900 in grants ranging from £ 1,300 to
£2,500 to eight students studying at universities,
including Imperial College, the University of
Cambridge, the University of the West of
England,and the University of Bath. The grants
are awarded to undergraduate students of
selected science subjects who come from
defined postcodes around Ron Barnes"home.
Priority is given to applicants with no previous
family history of going to university.

“| received grants from the R W Barnes Fund in my
second and third year and they made all the
difference to me. It meant | could concentrate on
my studies without worrying about paying the rent
at the end of the month. It also covered my bus pass
and some books. Some students get a lot of help
from their parents but my mum just wasn'tin a
position to do that.

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John Bretten was a very successful businessman and
family man. When John died suddenly and
unexpectedly his wife Cherry set up a Charitable
Trust in his memory to support young people:

“| wanted to make grants to groups of young people
I know John would have wanted to give to. My
accountant was very helpful in setting up the trust
but | just couldn’t bear all the paperwork and dealing
with the Charity Commission and everything else
running a trust involves. It really was an absolute
godsend when | was introduced to Fran Jones at
Quartet,"says Cherry.

Quartet sorted out all of the paperwork and talked
with Cherry and the other family trustees about the
range of options. Cherry electedto setup a
Grassroots Fund thatimmediately increased the
value of the trust, which already included Gift Aid,
from £40,000 to £60,000. In addition, the annual
bank interest on the trust had been just 1%. Asa
fund with Quartet, it would usually receive a return
of 4% and be able to make more grants to groups
while the fund's capital grew.

There are many other ways that the fund will grow
inthe yearsto come.

“John was a strong supporter of the Clifton
College hockey team and all the children in
ourson’s year at the school knew him very
well. Every year Clifton College holds a
hockey match in John's memory and money
raised from that also goes into the fund. This
is further grown by Gift Aid and the
Grassroots money added —and it’s
all done by Quartet,"says Cherry.

James Foster, Cherry's solicitor, 1
gave £100:

“I was amazed to hearthat
because of the Grassroots
Challenge the value of my
donation,when Gift Aid was
included,went up to £192,” he says.

Memorial Fund

James Bretten, one of Cherry and John's four children,
has recently started a Give AsYou Earn monthly
contribution to the Fund through his workplace. His
employer matches every £1 that James donates from
his net salary with a further £2 donation and the total
monthly donation then receives an additional 50%
top-up from the Grassroots Challenge. ‘| had
not realised just how much more my monthly
contribution would grow by and | am really pleased to
be able to put so much into my father’'s memorial
fund each month,” says James.

The Fund has just made its first grant of £500 to the
Red(cliffe Children's Centre Community Homework
Club. "It is very important to me to have the peace of
mind that the money is being well used and will make
adifference,” says Cherry.

Quartet works with a number of donors who share
similar interests to fund particular groups or specific
types of work. Many donors are prepared to co-fund
projects with other donors where the project is
seeking a grant greater than the funds available to any
one fund.

This grant was made in combination with funds from
the Dixon Family Fund to pay for tutor fees and
support materials for the homework club, which runs
during term-time from 4.00 to 5.30 p.m.for
. 4—Il-yearolds experiencing difficulties with
schoolwork.
